OT — Hebrew word “kabod”, meaning
heaviness or weight or worthiness. Used
of men to describe their wealth, splendor,
reputation, or honor. The most important
concept 1s that of the glory of Yahweh.
Denotes the revelation of God’s being,
nature, and presence to mankind,
sometimes with physical phenomena.
(Exodus 24:17)



The glory of Yahweh displayed in supernatural
plagues that delivered Hebrews from slavery in

Egypt.

The glory of Yahweh in the cloud that led the

Hebrews out of Egypt and in the wilderness.
(Exodus 16:7,10)

The glory of Yahweh filled the tabernacle.

(Exodus 40:34-35)

Vision of Ezekiel (1:2s)

Messianic Prophecies (isaiah 40:4-5, 60:1-3)



NT — “kabod” generally translated
“doxa”. Describes the revelation of
the character and presence of God
in the Person and work of Jesus
Christ. He 1s the outshining

of the divine glOI'y. (Hebrews 1:3)



Was seen by the shepherds (Luke 2:9-14)
Transfiguration (Mark 9:2-8)
Crucifixion (John 12:23)
